History of the Document

There is a noticeable decrease in the number of students in our Québec elementary schools. This change in clientele forces some schools principals to create combined classes.

Concerned with the situation, the Regroupement des conseillers et conseillères pédagogiques d'anglais, langue seconde (RCCPALS) decided to create a multi-level committee. Four ESL pedagogical advisors from different school boards, accepted to work on this dossier along with some CSDM professionals. The mandate was to reflect on the needs and challenges of ESL specialists working with that type of classroom organization.

Goals of the Document

Multi-level classes require many organizational and evaluation adaptations. For these reasons the committee decided to build hands-on tools facilitating the adaptation of pedagogical materials.

These tools will allow ESL specialists to differentiate their teaching practices with a greater professional autonomy.

About the Tools Included

The tools presented are based on the Elementary Cycles 2 and 3 Programs and on the Competency Levels by Cycle (horizontal scales).

There are guidelines and a rubric for each competency for the beginning of the year and for the end of the year. Each tool features the competency’s evaluation criteria.
Tools Included

· Guidelines: portraits of the students as they enter in September and as they finish the year/cycle in June. The guidelines include the portraits of both years of the cycle on the same page.
· Generic Rubrics: are charts that can easily be used as generic observation tools or adapted to create evaluation tools for specific tasks in class. Each rubric includes five performance levels (A through E).
